Chemical Cleaning


Instruments are disassembled for cleaning.  Stuck tuning slides are pulled and valve caps are freed.  (There is an extra charge for extremely stuck slides that require unsoldering.)  The body, slides and valves are thoroughly scrubbed and brushed out.  The complete instrument is soaked in a chemical bath to remove debris and odors, and then rinsed out thoroughly.  Instrument is swabbed and dried out & blown dry.  Instrument is then reassembled:  Piston valve instruments are ported and adjusted using new felts and/or corks as needed.  Rotary valve instruments are ported using rubber bumper material and string action rotors are restrung.   Water key corks are all replaced.  Water key and valve springs are replaced as needed.   Silver plated instruments are polished.

Trombone Slide Setup


Slides come into the shop in a wide range of conditions.  We will do our best to give you the best possible slide action.  Some slides require minimum work while others require more involved work.

· Check condition of slide end crook-damage may result in spreading bottom of slide.  If the end crook is damaged to any great degree it may need to be unsoldered to straighten and de-dent.  Some dents can be reached without unsoldering.

· Chemically Clean Slide
· Remove any dents or flat spots
· Straighten all four slide tubes
· Make sure tube sets are parallel—may have to adjust solder joint at slide crook to correct
· Check distance between the outside slide tubes—from top to bottom and adjust as needed at the slide brace
· Adjust inside slide brace if needed to match outer slide
· Remove any remaining oxidation on the inside of outer tubes using brass polish
· Check water key closure—replace cork
· Replace rubber end bumper if needed
